§1 Scope

(1) The following terms and conditions apply to all contractual relationships between the organizer and the
participant at the time of the order.

(2) Participant is any natural person who initiates a transaction for purposes which can be attributed primarily
neither commercial nor independent professional activity (§ 13 BGB).

§2 Organizer

The events offered on the website www.gbi-event.org are performed by GBI Event GmbH, based in 41564 Kaarst
(D), unless otherwise stated (e.g. partner-events).

§3 Establishment of a contract
(1) By registering for an event on our website www.gbi-event.org the following rules apply: The participant
submits a binding offer by successfully completing the registration process on our website.

§4 Conditions for participation
(1) Eligible to participate in the events are all cyclists / who meet the following requirements:

Valid and timely registration via the homepage www.gbi-event.org
Acceptance of the Terms and Conditions

Acting according our GBI Code of Conduct

Payment of the registration fee

Acceptance that the organized can take pictures and videos during the tour and that this material can be
used by the organizer without compensation and without spatial or temporal limitation.
9 Bicycle that meets the particular requirements of the relevant countries

9 Personal health situation that meets the requirements of multi-day cycling events. When in doubt,
consult a doctor prior to the event.

1 Minimum age of 18 years. Justified exceptions may be granted by the organizer.
1 Acceptance that the data collected during the online registration process can be electronically stored.

(2) Participants can be disqualified prior or during an event, if:

I The GBI Code of Conduct hasn’t been followed.
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The minimal required donation hasn’t been raised.
The used bicycle doesn’t fulfill the legal requirements.
Aninsurance doesn’t exist.

The invoice hasn’t been paid completely.

The personal health situation doesn’t allow a participation.

§5 Liability
(1) With the completion of an online application the participant confirms that she/he has read the general terms
and conditions and expressly accepts them.

(2) The participant participates in the activities at her/his own risk and excludes liability, in particular (not
exhaustive) of the organizer and its employees and agents, operators and / or owners of infrastructure provided,
the accompanying paramedics and to all natural and legal entities which are related to the organization in
connection, including those representatives and agents.

(3) Teamleaders who support an event are volunteers and do not have a specific education for this role.
Therefore, they can’t be liable for any incidents during the event. Every participant is at all time self-responsible
for her/his activities during the event.

(4) The organizer does not accept any liability for any lost or damaged equipment, luggage, clothing and other
personal material of participants. This includes explicit also transporting the luggage by the organizer or his
agents. Therefore, the participant must take proper care of her/his belongings. An appropriate personal insurance
is recommended.

§6 Registration process
(1) The application for a GBI event typically follows the following four steps:

1 Create a personal profile {only required the first time you login, the participant will receive a confirmation
e-mail with a username and password)

1 Registration for an event (participant receives a registration notification with a corresponding invoice for
the registration fee)

1 Paythe registration fee (participant receives a confirmation) and additional optional services
1 reachingthe minimum fundraising goal (participant/in will receive a confirmation of attendance]

(2) During the registration process additional services can often be booked. These options can be booked directly
during the registration process or later by contacting the GBI participant care team.
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(3) Hereby the following deadlines apply:

(a) Theinvoices have to be paid immediately after registration. Otherwise, the registration will be canceled
at no cost. After such a cancellation, the participant has the opportunity to register again (depending on
general availability).

(b) The minimum donation has to be collected in accordance with the GBI local organization’s deadlines, but
no later than the start of the event. Otherwise, the participant is not allowed to participate in the event. In
such a case, already paid registration fees and additional services will be treated according our
cancellation policy.

(4) If the conduct of an event is depending on a minimum number of participants, which was published on the
event website, the organization has the right of withdrawal until the given notification date, latest 4 weeks prior of
the start of the event. The participant will be notified immediately by e-mail and all paid fees for the participation
and options will be refunded. Already raised donations can be transferred to a future event (or according to GBI
local organization’s palicy).

§7 Cancellation / No-Show / Disqualification
The following cancellation conditions apply:

(1) Written cancellation of the general participation of partial cancellation/downgrades of optional services or
disqualification up to one month before the start of the event:

(a) Refund of the registration-fee and the booked options minus a processing fee.

The processing fee is € 80.- in case of cancelled participation or in case of partial cancellation/downgrade
20% of the value of the cancelled/downgraded options, whereby the total processing fee is limited to
max. € 80.-.

(b) Already raised fund can’t be refunded (or according GBI local organization’s policy].

(c) The registration for the event can be fully re-allocated to an alternative, not yet registered participant.
This also applies to the already raised donations (or according GBI local organization’s policy). However,
an official tour jersey for the alternative participant can’t be guaranteed (in general tour jerseys will only
be provided for certain events (e.g. GBI Europe))

(d) In contradiction to (a), registrations and optional services can be canceled in the online self-service area
at no cost during an active online registration period. Costs for money transfer must be covered by the
participant.

(2] Cancellation or disqualification less than one month before the start of the event:

(a) Arefund of the registration fee and booked options is not possible.
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(b) The registration for the event can be fully re-allocated to an alternative participant. This also applies to
the already raised donations (or according GBI local organization’s policy). However, an official tour

jersey for the alternative participant cannot be provided. The alternative participant can order at
standard conditions an official non-personalized jersey.

§8 Force Majeure

(1) Has the event to be canceled or interrupted due to force majeure, the participants are not entitled to a refund
of the registration fee and the already raised donations and are also not entitled to a refund for hotel or travel
costs, etc.

(2] Ininstances of a cancellation before the event and where costs actually are not incurred, part of the
registration fee will be refunded.

§9 Advertising / Branding
(1) With the organizer not agreed promotional activities are prohibited throughout the entire event and will not be
tolerated.

(2) Promotional activities are (not exhaustive)

a) Issue of with company-/ organization logo printed products;

b) Audio or video presentations where companies or organizations names or logos are mentioned;

c) Dissemination of information for publication / promotion /image care of companies or organizations;

d) Software applications and video games which include company-/ organization logo or text and any other
action that could serve to increase awareness of companies or organizations.

(3) Pure team branding such as uniform jersey branding from a single team or individual participant are not
affected by this limitation. In case a complete, at least eight people strong team, starts together in a uniform
design, this team can be accompanied with a branded support vehicle during the ride. Such a support car won’t be
allowed to enter the GBI camp without exceptional approval. Any additional activities are prohibited.

(4) Also excluded from this limitation are activities carried out by an official sponsor or partner of a sponsoring- or
partnership agreement.

(5) Inviolation of these rules single participants or participant groups can be temporarily or completely excluded
from the event.

§10 Animals

(1) Animals are not allowed.
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§11 Helmet

(1) Wearing a helmet is mandatory for all participants. The helmet has to fulfill an official standard (e.g DIN
33954, SNEL standard, ANSI standard or similar].

(2) Inviolation of the rule participants may be warned by the organizer.

(3) If the warning is ignored, the participants can be excluded temporarily or even fully from the event.

§12 Noise and Environmental Protection
(1) The GBI gains active environmental protection in all areas. This is also expected from all participants.

(2) Compliance with all applicable local laws in the environmental field is required! This applies in particular to the
rules on litter, soil and water protection as well as for noise.

(3) During the entire event noise from loudspeakers or from running of engines, etc. has to be limited to an
absolute minimum. Music should be kept to a reasonable volume and not operated at all between 22:00 to 6:00.

§13 Temporary Buildings and Tents

(1) The construction of temporary buildings is prohibited.
(2) Similarly, the construction of tents with a floor area over ten square meters are prohibited.

(3) Smaller, own tents can be set up by the participants at appropriate areas, but has to be approved by the GBI
organization in advance.

(4] The organizer decides about exceptions.

§14 Material

(1) Each participant is responsible for the safely operation of her/his bicycle and other material. In particular, the
participant has to ensure the proper functionality of the brakes and other safety-related components.

(2) An appropriate lighting system is required from sunset onwards.

(3) Participants whose bike is obviously not fulfilling legal or other safety requirements can be excluded from the
organizer at any time of the tour.
